If you ever had a chance to see Kathy and
Josie together, you would know right away
what specia friendsthey are! Kathy and
Josie were matched in July of this year, and
they both knew at their first outing together
that they had a special bond and would
probably become life-long friends. Kathy
called me when she got home from their first
visit together and said, “thank you, Josieis
perfect!”

Since they have met, Kathy and Josie have
been to the science museum, the zoo,
swimming, exploring at the nine-mile creek,
hanging out (they like the same music and
clothes) and when no-one is looking, they
spend time dancing together. One of the
things Josie has to do on each visit isto go to
Kathy’ s house and play with her dog, they
have a special bond.

Kathy
alwaystells me how perfect Josieis, what
good manners she has, how beautiful sheis,
and how much fun she has when they get
together. Kathy feels like she has a mother-
daughter relationship with Josie that is
blessed with only the “positives.” Kathy has
agreat sense of pride about being a mentor,
and is proud of the way people look at her
when she tells them about being a “ special
friend” to Josie. Kathy feels extremely
fulfilled in knowing that she has touched
Josie'slife, and says that mentoring Josieis
the single most important and rewarding thing
she hasdonein her life.

Josie, age 10, says, “Kathy rocks!” Josie saysit is*“cool”
to have a mentor and she getsto do really “cool” things!
